Compost is often used to improve garden soils, or mixed
with topsoil to establish a proper base for a new lawn.

It can also be mixed with other products to create an
excellent potting soil. For best results, compost should be
mixed in with native soils. Some plants are very sensitive,
and may react adversely to being planted in pure compost.
When in doubt, consult our staff.
